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2003 Election Coverage on BNN

Boston Neighborhood Network (BNN) offers the many communities of Boston the most in-depth coverage of the election in its  “Election 2003 Coverage,” including pre-election candidate interviews, live coverage of the election results and a post-election analysis.  BNN’s nightly news program, Neighborhood Network News (NNN), offers viewers regular coverage of the election as well.  All election coverage is cablecast on BNN Channel 9.  

The election coverage will begin on October 26 at 6:00pm when Joe Heisler, host of BNN’s “Talk of the Neighborhoods,” brings viewers live interviews with the eight candidates running for the At-large Boston City Council seats. This will be a three-hour program, allocating approximately twenty minutes to each individual candidate. The candidates include:  Roy Owens of District 7, Stephen J. Murphy of District 5, Patricia H. White of District 8, Maura A. Hennigan of District 6, Michael F. Flaherty of District 2, Felix D. Arroyo of District 5, Matt O’Malley of District 6, and Althea Garrison of District 7.

On November 4, Election Day, Boston Neighborhood Network will provide live coverage and analyses of the election results from 9:00-11:00pm.  Viewers will get a close look at the City Council At Large election as well as some District Council elections, including the anticipated close race between Ego Ezedi and current Councillor, Charles C. Yancey in District 4.  Following the results, Heisler will bring viewers comments from the winners as well as analyses by local newspaper reporters.

Neighborhood Network News, a nightly news program on BNN Channel 9, regularly covers the candidates with pre-election interviews, and on its website, announces other election forums and events.  Neighborhood Network News is cablecast at 5:30pm and repeats at 9:30pm and 11:00pm.

BNN is Boston’s public access provider and offers opportunities for political candidates and office holders to communicate with the public free of charge. BNN provides community access to cable television in Boston for an estimated cable audience of approximately 450,000 viewers.
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
