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BNN TO CABLECAST DISTRICT 4/AT-LARGE COUNCIL DEBATES SUNDAY

BOSTON – District 4 City Council candidates Charles Yancey and Ego Ezedi will go head to head in a live, televised in-studio debate Sunday, October 26 from 5:00 – 6:00pm as part of Boston Neighborhood Network’s Election 2003 coverage of the City’s final election. The one-hour special program on cable channel 9 will be followed on Sunday by another in-studio debate featuring the eight candidates running for four at-Large city council seats.

Ezedi, a former aide to 8th District Congressman Michael Capuano and an associate minister with the Morningstar Baptist Church is giving Yancey the stiffest challenge in his 20 years representing District 4 on the council. Yancey finished 350 votes ahead of Ezedi in the city’s preliminary election in September. The winner will be decided Tuesday, November 4th.

The at-Large candidates include all four incumbents – Michael Flaherty, Stephen J. Murphy, Maura A. Hennigan and Felix D. Arroyo – and four challengers Patricia H. White, Matt O’Malley, Althea Garrison and Roy Owens. White, the scion of former Boston Mayor Kevin White, finished third in the preliminary, ahead of Hennigan, Arroyo and the other three challengers. 

The debates will be aired live in their entirety, then taped for replay prior to the November 4, final election, according to BNN General Manager Curtis Henderson, Jr. The program moderator will be local journalist Joe Heisler, host of BNN’s popular public affairs talk show, Talk of the Neighborhoods. In addition to asking the questions,  Heisler will take calls and questions from viewers. As part of its Election 2003 programming, BNN will also provide live coverage of the final election results, Tuesday, November 4, starting at 9 p.m. on BNN Channel 9, including returns, analysis and commentary on all Boston City Council races.

As the City’s public access cable television network, BNN has been providing political coverage of local elections in Boston every year since 1996. In addition to news and information programming on cable channels 9 (Comcast) and 83 (RCN), BNN cablecasts community programming in Boston on cable channel 23.
