Tune In To Boston Neighborhood Network Television 


Boston, MA - Have you ever wondered where to get news on what’s happening in Boston’s neighborhoods, information about the City’s businesses and community organizations, or what is happening in the lives of your fellow Bostonians?  Well, BNN is the place to go!  Boston Neighborhood Network Television (BNN) on (Comcast 9 and 23 and RCN 15 and 83) has been providing Boston residents with information that matters to them for over 20 years. Reaching all of the neighborhoods of Boston and more than 460,000 households, BNN provides Boston residents and organizations a much needed voice in the community. 


 BNN is a membership based, independent, nonprofit organization.  Through two channels, BNN cablecasts the most diverse programming in the City of Boston, 24 hours a day, seven days a week, and provides community members with training and production tools to create their own commercial free programming.

BNN’s News and Information Channel (Comcast 9/RCN 15), cablecasts live call-in talk shows from its BNNLive studio, an award-winning daily news program, Neighborhood Network News (NNN), and a myriad of community service productions, including in-depth coverage of local politics.  

The BNNLive format is designed for nonprofit organizations and allows them to reach their target audience.   These live interactive shows deal with topics ranging from health, education, the arts, safety and housing, as well as issues of particular interest to youth and to seniors. Viewers call in with questions or comments regarding the current topic and speak with an organization representative on air.  Presently there are over 40 non-profit organizations producing BNNLive programs. 

Neighborhood Network News (NNN), a half hour news program, is seen on BNN’s News and Information Channel Monday thru Friday at 5:30, 9:30 and 11:00 pm. Produced with support from Boston University College of Communication, NNN is the place for Boston residents to go to learn about what is happening in Boston and its neighborhoods.

NNN features news and interviews by veteran news anchor Chris Lovett as well as neighborhood reports by resident correspondents. Healthcare, education, local politics, housing and the arts are regular topics. NNN delivers in-depth stories exclusively about Boston – stories that are rarely available on any other local television venue. 

BNN’s Community Access Channel (Comcast 23/RCN 83), features programming produced by Boston residents, where each independent producer determines his or her own subject matter, production style, and point of view.  Producers have access to high quality production equipment, including camcorders, a full production studio, a state-of-the-art multimedia lab, non-linear editing systems, and a mobile production van.  On BNN’s Community Access Channel you will find programs in more than 14 different languages.

 BNN has recently purchased the former MBTA Power Station in Egleston Square and is busy making plans for the renovation of their new permanent home.   BNN will soon launch a capital campaign to help fund the building renovations.
