“I noticed that they were treated differently by teachers.  Not in a big, blatant or overt way, but they were certainly held to higher standards than some of their classmates,” recalls Ellen Guiney of her children’s experience in the Boston Public School system.  Guiney, Executive Director of the Boston Plan for Excellence recounts some of the disparities students of varying ethnicities endured in pursuit of education in the 1970s.
Although there is proof of an immense improvement in test scores for minority students since desegregating in 1974, some believe prejudices against these students still exist.
