Living Under the Cloud, directed by Alice Bouvrie, draws attention not only to Chernobyl’s nuclear disaster of 1986, but also its everlasting aftermath.  Bouvrie’s documentary makes known the disaster’s devastating effects such as the largely increased number of thyroid cancer and birth defects that have plagued Ukrainian citizens since (1hour 27 minutes).
