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PIONEERING WOMEN OF FOREST HILLS  

“Pioneering Women of Forest Hills,” is a lively and entertaining specialized walking tour of the Forest Hills Cemetery, led by volunteer guide Al Maze, with inspiring stories of the many women pioneers of the 19th and 20th centuries who are buried there.  The program was produced as a community service program by Wendy Blom, Director of Education and Outreach at Boston Neighborhood Network, and will be cablecast as a two-part series. 

The walking discussion includes references to such historically significant women as Lucy Stone, famous suffragist and abolitionist and the first Massachusetts woman to earn a college degree; Dr. Marie Zakrzewska, founder of Boston’s first female-staffed hospital; and Dr. Susan Dimock, Boston surgeon who died in a shipwreck at age twenty-nine.
