The Reading First program seeks to have all students reading at or above grade level by the third grade. In 2003, the Massachusetts Department of Education named BRCPS as a Reading First school. The school’s program focuses on the building blocks of reading to help mold successful readers into successful learners.
It Takes A Village is an educational series that celebrates the cooperative teaching environment of the Boston Renaissance Charter Public School where reading is the key ingredient to learning in all aspects of education. The 6 shows (Reading First, Study Skills, Nutrition, Team Teaching, Media Literacy and MCAS) seek to illustrate the power of learning and highlight the core values that shape children’s intellect and character, while showing parents and other community members how they can help support student success. The school’s mission is to develop academic, social and emotional competence while building confidence, character and citizenship in a nurturing, supportive environment.
