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BNN Kicks Off New Series with Policing Baghdad
Boston Neighborhood Network has teamed with The Ford Hall Forum to impart a selection of lectures to Boston’s public over the coming weeks.  The series kicks off with Policing Baghdad, a vivid account of a team of twelve American civilians who investigated the grave lack of police presence in Iraq.

Former major in the Massachusetts State Police Jerry Burke relays an alarming account of the team’s mission to assist in securing a civil society for the millions of Iraqis living in a country with no law or order.  Rather than observing, evaluating and retraining an existing police force as was the excursions original mission, the team was greeted with no police stations, no patrol cars and no police officers in the newly liberated country.
GQ Magazine writer Sean Flynn, preludes Burke’s recount with his own rendition of their mission to ensure public safety in Iraq.  He describes the officers’ assignment in Baghdad as “walking the world’s toughest beat.”  Between the lack of weaponry and the dangerous environment, Burke, Flynn and others worked cautiously to recruit and train an Iraqis police force.
The Ford Hall Forum has been offering free lecture series to the Boston public since 1908.  The Forum’s pursuit to provide, “opportunities for individuals to examine our world,” corresponds with BNN’s mission to provide unique opportunities for the public to communicate.  Both The Ford Hall Forum and BNN seek to inform the population on United States’ efforts to restore the City of Baghdad through the narrations of those who helped to recreate the city’s autonomy and strength.  Policing Baghdad focuses attention on the city’s dire need to establish law enforcement.
