LOCAL TEENS PRODUCE TV SHOWS AT BNN STUDIO

Boston Neighborhood Network held a special 8 class course in studio production for local teens involved in programs at the Roxbury Multi-Service Center.  The teens and their adult leader, Barbara Bullette, learned to use the studio equipment, direct and host their own shows. The result of the class is a 22-minute program, totally written and produced by the students, on the role of fashion in teens' lives.  

Hosted by Shaleice Goodman of Dorchester, the discussion focuses on how peer pressure forces teens to spend more than they can afford on clothing and how people are often judged by the clothes they wear. They also show photos of current styles that are popular at Boston high schools. Now that the group is qualified to use the BNN studio, they plan to produce a monthly series on various issues that are important to them, such as violence prevention and peer mediation. The series will complement their efforts in the Teens Networking Teens anti-violence program at the Roxbury Multi-Service Center.
