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TeenTV: Summer Mediamaking Classes for Teens at Boston Neighborhood Network

Boston Neighborhood Network (BNN) is offering a new and exciting program for Boston teens this Summer. TeenTV consists of two eight-week workshops in television production, which will transform teens, ages 14 to 18, into producers of community television programs on youth issues that will be cablecast on BNN channels.

In addition to technical training, the program provides a wonderful opportunity for youth to develop peer leadership skills and practice academic skills such as research, writing and cutting-edge computer software applications, all in a fun and collaborative environment. The workshops focus on civic engagement, with opportunities to explore community issues as well as political issues brought up by the Democratic National Convention in Boston in July. Each workshop will have from 8 to 12 participants and will be guided by two or more adult instructors with a good deal of experience in media production and teaching. 

Each class will run two mornings each week, from 9:00am to noon, for eight weeks, from the end of June through the third week of August. The Digital Media class will cover the use of digital camcorders, portable lighting and audio equipment, computer editing, and the use of digital scanners, cameras and imaging software. This class will be held at the BNN facility in the State Transportation Building in Downtown Boston. The Studio Production class will teach the youth to create their own television shows in the BNN Access Studio in Roxbury. Instruction includes the use of studio cameras, graphics, directing and the operation of the audio and lighting boards.
